Your registration is not complete until
processed and accepted by your County
elections office.

If you do not receive your Voter
Registration Card within 7-10 days,
contact your County elections office.

Mail-in voting

Your county elections office must receive your
application for a mail-in ballot by 5:00 PM on
the Tuesday before the election. Postmarks
do not count.

The mail-in section of the form is only for
requesting a mail-in ballot and permanent
mail-in status.
